To use or threaten to use, and probably to posses, the multi-billion dollar nuclear weapons designed at the lab is illegal under international humanitarian law, the law of armed conflict, the UN Charter, and the nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT). 





“Low-level” radiation coming from Los Alamos has been grossly underestimated. 


Radiation contaminates the water supplies of Albuquerque and Santa Fe, 


as well as regional soils. Nuclear poisons cause cancer and multiple other health effects. Shut down the lab and clean it up!





The lab contaminates indigenous lands and people downstream. 


It is the embodiment of both US imperialism and unaccountable corporate power.  


The Bechtel Corp. is now the main contractor in charge of daily operations.


 


Billions of taxpayers’ dollars are paid to Bechtel Corporation


 to run the US nuclear weapons complex at Los Alamos. 


Thus, Los Alamos County has one of the highest per capita incomes in the US, 


while neighboring Rio Arriba County has one of the lowest.





In addition to the bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, 


the lab’s work has caused the criminal and long-term radioactive contamination 


of the people and soils of Rongelap (March 1, 1954), 


as well as contamination wherever depleted uranium weapons have been used.





The major security threat we face now is global warming, not nuclear weapons. 


Shut down the lab and re-direct scientific resources to our real threats!
